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President’s Report: 2009-2010

The Blind Vietnamese Children Foundation is mark-
ing a milestone in 2010 as it observes its tenth year of
enhancing the quality of life for visually-challenged
children residing in Vietnam. In spite of the global
economic crisis of 2009-2010, our donors continued
to give generously to the Foundation. This was espe-
cially true during the summer of 2009, when Sister Van
Nga and Sister Thien came from Vietnam accompany-
ing two Nhat Hong School students, Huong and Linh,
for a fundraising tour of the United States. They were
warmly welcomed at a number of places and events,
including a special benefit luncheon sponsored by the
Friends of the Foundation at Grand Fortune Seafood
Restaurant in San Jose, California. At each venue, Hu-
ong sang heartfelt songs to Linh’s virtuoso piano ac-
companiment, bring warmth to all of those treated to
their performance.

Although most BVCF fundraising events take place
within local Vietnamese-American communities, sup-
porters from other communities also stepped forward
this year. In September, I was invited as a guest priest
to make an appeal on behalf of the Foundation to the
St. Joseph Catholic Community in Fortuna, California.
Then, in October, La Madre de los Pobres (Mother of
the Poor) Foundation honored the BVCF at an exquisite
benefit banquet held at the Olympic Club in San Fran-
cisco, where members of the Board made many new
friends for our Foundation.

The Combined Federal Campaign (CFC) continued
to provide a significant amount of support from vol-
untary work-place payroll deductions among federal,
state, and local government employees. In a year when
lay-offs and unemployment has reached record highs
in the United States, the Foundation received a total of
$44,110 of CFC funds in fiscal year 2009-2010.

At their annual meeting in January 2010, the Board
of Directors approved 21 grant projects and awarded
a total of $205,296 to programs and schools benefit-
ing about 400 visually impaired children in Vietnam. In
February 2010, I spent two weeks in Vietnam visiting
several Foundation-supported facilities, including Nhat
Hong School in Thi Nghe, Nhat Hong School in Tam
Hai, Bung Sang Home in Ho Chi Minh City, Suoi Mo
Home in Bao Loc, Da-Lat Home in Lam Dong, and the
new Vi Thuy Center in Hau Giang. I also had the op-
portunity to travel to some remote areas of the country,
where the Sisters and other caregivers provide support,

training, and other services to families with blind chil-
dren in their own homes. It was with great pride that I
met with some alumni from the first Nhat Hong School.
A few of these young adults are now raising families
and are proving themselves to be responsible breadwin-
ners.

From our humble beginning when we first collected
small amounts of money to fund simple improvements
to the new Nhat Hong School in Thi Nghe, to our six-
figure amounts within recent years, the Blind Vietnam-
ese Children Foundation has seen a lot of change. The
annual benefit luncheons in San Jose have grown in
size and popularity, the number of States in which the
BVCEF participates in the CFC now totals 15, our bi-
annual newsletter, The Bridge is now in its tenth year
of publication, and our website www.bvcf.net contin-
ues to attract new visitors. But what makes us most
proud, is what we have accomplished in Vietnam with
young visually-impaired children. Hundreds have been
given a hopeful future, thanks to the tireless efforts of
the Lovers of the Cross of Christ Sisters of Thu Duc
along with a number of staff and volunteer trainers and
caregivers. We have witnessed the first alley-way Nhat
Hong School of Thi Nghe celebrate the opening of a
grand new facility in Tam Hai. The young children
who once lived in the small crowded roadside house

in Boa Loc now happily reside in a modern new facil-
ity built entirely by funds from the BVCF. Those born
blind in remote villages receive care and early educa-
tion at home, thanks to the on-site work of our Sisters
and their many fellow caregivers who travel directly to
these areas. Compared to many larger and older chari-
ties, the BVCEF is still a very small Foundation. But,
when one considers the tremendous efforts of our do-
nors, volunteers, and friends, it is evident that some re-
markable achievements have been made. None of what
the BVCF has accomplished would have been possible
without the generosity and warm-hearted support of
hundreds of faithful donors throughout our 10 years of
existence. It is to them that we dedicate this report!
